1. IN ADDITION TO TTM DENVER’S TERMS AND CONDITIONS, THE CONDITIONS OF PURCHASE AT https://www.ttm.com/en/suppliers/ttm- requirements-for-suppliersAPPLY. In the event of conflict, the TTM Denver Terms and Conditions shall take precedence.
2. SHIPPING ACCOUNT
Unless otherwise specified, ship via UPS Ground using UPS Account# 808-599.

3. DELIVERY
EARLY deliveries are acceptable, up to 30 days, unless otherwise specified on the p.o.
A delivery shall be considered LATE when it is one (1) or more days past the agreed-upon dock date. Late deliveries may affect SUPPLIER rating.

4. QUALITY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM
SUPPLIER shall maintain a Quality Management System acceptable to TTM DENVER.

5. CHANGE NOTIFICATION
Major changes that can affect the performance, quality, or reliability of the supplied products, such as changes to product fabrication, facility location, specifications, formulary changes, and changes to inspection, test, or sampling plans shall be reported to TTM DENVER for approval before product is shipped. This includes major changes by the SUPPLIER’S sub-tier suppliers.

SUPPLIER may be required to furnish data confirming changes have not adversely affected the quality of the product.

6. COUNTERFEIT PARTS
All purchased raw materials shall have documented verification retained by the SUPPLIER to assure source of origin from an Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) and eliminate potential counterfeit material. The documentation will be available upon request to TTM DENVER.

Material used in TTM DENVER product shall be received only through the OEM or an authorized distributor, which shall be defined as an entity that has a contractual
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agreement with the original manufacturer to stock, repackage, sell and distribute its product lines.

7. FOREIGN OBJECT DAMAGE (FOD)
The SUPPLIER shall establish and maintain an effective Foreign Object Damage (FOD) Prevention Program to reduce FOD using NAS412 or equivalent. The SUPPLIER’s program shall utilize effective FOD prevention practices. The program shall be proportional to the sensitivity of the design of the product(s) to FOD, as well as, to the FOD generating potential of the manufacturing methods.

The material supplied to TTM DENVER, INC. shall be manufactured in an environment that is free of foreign objects. Material supplied to Anaren shall be free to foreign objects.

8. CALIBRATION/VERIFICATION
The SUPPLIER shall meet and maintain a calibration/verification system in conformance with the current revision of AS9100 or ISO-9001, or equivalent.

Calibration laboratories shall meet and maintain a calibration/verification system in conformance with ISO/IEC 17025 or ANSI/NCSL Z540-1, or equivalent.

9. SUPPLIER RATING
SUPPLIER ratings are based on:

· Quality Management System

· Delivery

· Quality

· Supplier Corrective Action Request Responsiveness

10. FLOW DOWN
The SUPPLIER shall be responsible for flow down and verification of TTM DENVER, INC. stated requirements to sub-tier SUPPLIERs.

11. RIGHT TO INSPECTION
TTM DENVER, INC., their customers, and/or their regulatory agencies reserve the right of access to SUPPLIER’s and SUPPLIER sub-tiers’ (i.e. the supply chain, facilities and records) for verifying quality of work, material, capabilities and quality systems. TTM DENVER, INC. will give reasonable notice and obtain SUPPLIER concurrence prior to any visit or inspection.
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12. ENSURING AWARENESS
· Their contribution to product/service conformity e.g. individual accountability, understanding requirements, compliance to process, the need to control changes, reporting of nonconformance.

· Their contribution to product safety e.g. individual accountability, compliance to process, attention to detail, knowledge of product end usage, potential impact relating to product issues.

· The importance of ethical behavior e.g. code of conduct, management/employee working relationships, fair treatment, employee work recognition, confidential reporting mechanisms, protecting anonymity, no blame culture.

13. NONCONFORMING MATERIAL
Nonconforming product shall not be shipped without prior written consent from TTM DENVER, INC. If any of the goods or services provided are found at any time prior to the expiration of the applicable warranty to be defective or otherwise not in conformity with the requirements of the purchase order the supplier shall immediately notify the buyer. See TTM’s Terms of Purchase.
14. DISCONTINUED PRODUCTS
SUPPLIER shall immediately notify TTM DENVER, INC. if any previously purchased products are discontinued.

15. SHELF LIFE
If applicable, shelf life, lot numbers, and storage requirements must be listed on the lowest level of packaging. Shelf life remaining from the date of delivery must be within 90% of total shelf life unless otherwise approved by TTM DENVER.

16. CERTIFICATES OF CONFORMANCE & CERTIFICATES OF ANALYSIS
a. Certificates of Conformance and Certificates of Analysis may be combined into one form for ease of reporting.

b. Certificates of Conformance must reference:

· TTM DENVER. purchase order number

· SUPPLIER name and address

· OEM name and part number when applicable

· Date and authorized signature of quality representative.

· Manufacturer’s lot number or serial number, as applicable

· Shelf life expiration date, where applicable

· Statement that the parts conform to the purchase order requirements

· Statement of RoHS compliance (when required by Purchase Order)

c. Electronic signatures are acceptable.
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17. TRACEABILITY
Material type and lot # must be marked on the lowest level of packaging to maintain traceability during storage.

18. RECORD RETENTION
SUPPLIER records shall be adequate to ascertain that the product(s) met the applicable requirements of the contract and applicable specifications.

SUPPLIER records shall be correctly indexed, legible and stored in a manner permitting easy access, retrieval and protection and stored in a manner that prevents damage or deterioration during the retention period.

Retention period is a minimum of seven (7) years or as defined by contract.

19. ITAR
Purchase orders for service requests may contain technical data that falls within the definition of the International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR) (22CFR §120-130) and is subject to the export control laws of the U.S. Government.

Transfer of this data by any means to a foreign person, whether in the United States or abroad, without an export license or other approval from the U.S. Department of State, is strictly prohibited.

The service provider shall ensure that access to technical data is restricted to U.S. citizens and permanent residents (Green Card holders).

20. FIRST ARTICLE / AS9102 REQUIRED

The first piece is fully inspected for all dimensions, characteristics and notes listed on the drawing or specification. Each reading is recorded along with the associated requirement. First Article or AS9102, Aerospace First Article Inspection Requirement are required with this order.

21. TEMPERATURE CONTROL

The material supplied must be shipped and/or stored within the manufacturer’s specified temperature range.

22. ‘DO/DX’ RATED ORDER
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This order is a rated order issued under the Defense Priorities and Allocations System regulation (15 CFR 700), seller is required to follow all the provisions of that regulation in filling this order and in obtaining items needed to fill this order. This is a “DO/DX” rated order over $5,000 (USD), per DPAS regulation 15 CFR 700, if seller rejects this order seller must notify buyer, in writing, within ten working days.

23. TEST SPECIMENS REQUIRED

The supplier shall submit test specimens (production method, number, storage conditions) for design approval, inspection, investigation, or auditing. The test specimen requirements are identified on the face of the purchase order or by reference on the face of the purchase order.
